nursing home for ncgligence following
her death a month after a fall from a
bath-Iift, chair.

She suffered a spiral fracture to her
hip and died one month later

RushJls family cl:rimed the nursing
home was negligent in failing to fol-
lorv the doctor's onler to have hvo staff
members assist her in all transfers.

The nursing home clained she was
not being transferred at the time of
the fall.
